used is DHCP, but if you're not sure, please ask your network administrator.

3. Option Menu: This area allows you to do the following.

Start Detecting: Starts the viewer in detection mode

Start Web Server: Starts the viewer’s web server
4. Recurring Recording: Records over older files to save space for the hard disk
5. Record: Locations of where the files are being saved for recorded videos and captured images
6. Web Service: Configuration settings for the web server

- IP Address: The IP address of the web service for the viewer

Web Server Port: The port for the web service

Web Server Account: Default is “user”

Web Server Password: Password for the web service

MMS Server Port: The port for the MMS service

MMS Server Channel: The channel for the MMS service
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Image Source

This section sets up the camera device network settings as well as other various options.

1. Remote Server: Settings for the IP camera for the viewer to detect
Device: The type of camera that’s being used for the channel selected
IP: The IP address of the IP camera, use the provided IP camera finder provided by the
CD
Port: The port of the IP camera used to access its web configuration
Account: The administrator account name used on the IP camera
Password: The administrator password used on the IP camera
Test: Does a quick snapshot to confirm if the camera is detected properly

2. IP Cam: Various settings to be used by the IP camera. Settings will vary depending on the type
of camera you are using.
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Basic Settings

This section of the BlueJay Viewer allows users to display custom information on the main screen.

1. Name and note: Defines a personal name and description of the camera
2. Text Display: Allows customization of what information can be displayed on the channel’s
screen

Channel Information: Check it to show channel number and/or channel name

Date Time: Check it to show date, time, and/or week

Font Size: Adjusts the size of the font being displayed

Forecolor: The text's color on the screen

Background: The text’'s background color on the screen

Watermark: Check for attaching a watermark image on the screen
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Image Adjust

If the camera is mounted in a special way, the section can adjust the image accordingly.

1. Choose from the following to adjust the image:
Flip Horizontal: Flips the image horizontally
Flip Vertical: Flips the image vertically
Rotate: Rotates the image accordingly with rotation angle and direction

Recording

This section sets up how recording will be performed under detection mode.

1. Format: Adjusts the quality of the recording format
Resolution: Adjust the recording image size
Quality: How detailed the recording of the image

2. Mode: Adjusts the type of recording it would be trigged with
- First Selection Details:

- Schedule Based: Will go into detection mode and record on user’s configured schedule
- Record (During Detection): Once in detection mode, it will record in either full time or on
detection
- View Only (No Recording): Will only monitor in detection mode, no recording will be
done
Second Selection Details:
- Full-time: Will always record
- Triggered: Will record a time frame when viewer detects movement

3. Schedule Based: If “Schedule Based” is chosen from mode, user can preset a time to
record/detect

Add new Schedule: To add a schedule

Edit Schedule: To edit an existing schedule

Delete Schedule: Deletes a selected schedule
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Motion Detect

This section will be available if the recording option is set to “Triggered”, this particular area
allows user to customize sections of detection and the sensitivity.

1. Preview: Hit the “Refresh View” button to refresh the image

2. Detection Settings: Allows custom areas to detect on the displayed screen
Full Area Detection: Detects all areas on the screen
Custom Detection: Detects user created detection blocks
Add New Area: Create a new area to detect, do this by holding down the right mouse
button over the preview screen area to create a new area
Delete Area: Select a area on the displayed screen and hit this button to delete it
Delete All Areas: Deletes all areas on the displayed screen
Test Detection: Test the detection by moving an object in front of the camera, the blocks
should change color when it detects motion

3. Sensitivity: Adjust the sensitivity of the area
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Alert Setting

This section will be available if the recording option is set to “Triggered”, this particular area
allows the user to set notification options in the even the viewer detects motion.

1. Vibration Alert: When enabled, it vibrates the whole viewer when motion is detected

2. Message Alert: When enabled, it prompts a message alert on viewer when motion is detected
3. Sound Alert: When enabled it will playback the chosen sound when motion is detected

4. E-mail Alert: When enabled, a message will be sent based on the information filled out
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Playback

This section allows users to playback and search through the recorded videos.

1. Main display screen: This area will display the video output from the recording
2. Intelligent search options: When “Start intelligent search” is checked, this option will appear to
allow the video to skip to areas that the user wishes to motion detect in the video recording

- Setup Search: Opens the setup options for adding/clearing blocks

- Add new block: Allows you to create a block to detect on the video playback

- Delete block: Deletes individual blocks that were created

- Clear all blocks: Deletes all blocks that were created

- Sensitivity: How sensitive the blocks will detect

- Search: To perform the search
3. Time and channel selection: This filters out when and which channel to be listed in the “Record
List”, hit the “Query” button to bring up the list once selected the proper times and channel
4. Record list: This area is where you choose the video and have the option to delete it and open
the file directory of your videos
5. Video tracker: Use this to track through your video
6. Playback controls: (From left to right)

- Play

- Stop

- Previous track

- Rewind

- Fast forward

- Next track

- Playback speed (1x, 2x, 4x, 8x, 16x)
7. Capture options: Use the camera to capture a picture on the main display screen and use the
folder to access the captured picture(s)
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FAQ

Q: Why are some of the camera and/or screen control not accessible?
A: Some of the controls can only be accessed when in single screen mode. Also, you'll need to
be out of the detection mode in order to access them as well.

Q: Why can | not access the settings and playback?
A: You need to be out of detection mode in order to access these settings.

Q: Why can't | pan, tilt, and/or zoom?
A: These can only be done by going into single screen mode or that the camera itself does not
support pan, tilt, and/or zoom.

Q: I don't have static IP address, can | used DDNS?
A: This program supports DDNS, but you can still access it through IP address or DNS address.

Q: Why does the viewer not start recording after going into detection mode?

A: Double check the channel’'s recording setup. Make sure that the recording options you set are
the correct ones. If it’s full-time, it should record all the time. If triggered, it will record only when
camera detects movement.

Q: When | enabled the web server, | can't preview the image of the camera from other PCs. Why?
A: Please check if the local area connection has the firewall blocking that particular program and
that the IP address is correct.

Q: What does “Can not connect to following channel(s): CH**” mean?
A: It means the viewer can not detect the IP camera. It could be caused by a bad network setup,
make sure that your network is configured correctly.

Q: What does “Can not import to the following channel(s): CH**” mean?
A: It means that another web server is conflicting with another IP address. Double check your IP
address assignment on all your network devices.

Q: What does “No buffer space error” and “Virtual RAM insufficient” mean?

A: It means your computer is running low on resources (typically means that your RAM is
insufficient). Upgrading your memory will most likely address this issue. Again, we strongly
recommend systems to be equipped with 1 GB of RAM.
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
